	Addition and subtraction
	Add and subtract with numbers up to 4 digits using column method. E.g. 3847 + 5928 =
	Solve two step addition and subtraction problems
	Add and subtract numbers mentally. E.g.
531 + 3 =         531 + 23 =         531 + 234 =

	Multiplication and division
	Multiply and two digit and a three digit number by a one digit number. E.g.
23 x 4 =
231 x 4 =
	Practise times tables up to 12x12 (lots of good songs on youtube)
	Draw factor bugs for numbers up to 100
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	Fractions
	Practise using money - adding and subtracting numbers using decimals (finding change)
	Multiply and divide numbers by 10 and 100
	Find fractions of everyday things. E.g. 
½ ¼ ⅓ ¾ 

	Shape and measure
	Find shapes in objects. E.g. shape of the table, fridge, pictures
	Measure length of objects, weigh objects, measure capacity of liquid
	Find obtuse, acute and right angles where you live
	Practise drawing shapes and finding lines of symmetry. Which shapes have more/lines lines of symmetry



	Reading and Writing

	Reading - practise these skills whilst children are reading
	Practise reading fluently with expression
	Talk about characters feelings
	Discuss effect of authors language

	
	Summarise what has been read
	Practise using a non-fiction book
	Make predictions on what will happen next

	Writing
	Practise writing different genres - newspaper reports, diaries, recounts, stories, playscripts
	Use similes, alliteration, adjectives and adverbs to make interesting sentences
	Remember to use punctuation . , ! ? “
	Use interesting sentence starters and different sentence lengths
